The Hastings College women’s soccer team started the season off on 

the right foot with a 2-1 win over Baker University.  The Lady Broncos 
started slow in the first half and went in to the intermission with a 0-0 

tie.  Baker scored early in the second half to take a 1-0 lead.  The 
Lady Broncos came back in the 71st minute to tie it 1-1 and then 6 

minutes later took the lead.  The first goal was a long threw pass from 
Jesse Herse to Jessica Carlson, who tapped it past the keeper as she 

was aggressively taken down.  The second goal, Sara Wenzl received 
a nice pass from Casey Friesen, cut the ball behind the defender and 

scored.     
 

Coach Flogaites was very pleased with the win over Baker.  He felt 
that, “the two finishes by Jessica Carlson and Sara Wenzl were 

sublime, inch perfect and we tried to expose them in areas we 
discussed at halftime.  Sara’s goal was her first collegiate goal after a 

super unlucky spell of acl tears so we were all extra pumped for her. 
Our defense (Battles, Strudthoff, Cortez & Glisan) did not really 

concede a strike through the run of play which is spectacular and is a 
real commitment to excellence and winning.  In ten years of coaching 

I’m not sure I’ve ever seen a side so committed to winning the ball.” 

 
The Lady Broncos then turned around on Tuesday, September 2nd and 

rolled over Northwestern Oklahoma State.  The Rangers were never in 
the game as Hastings controlled the match from the first whistle.  The 

first goal was scored right away in the 4th minute by Jessica Carlson 
which is her second of the year.  The Lady Broncos shelled the goal 

the first half but could only come away with one goal in the opening 
period.  During the second period, the onslaught on goal continued 

and the Lady Broncos put 3 in the back of the net.  The first goal in 
the second half was in the 59th minute scored by Shannon Buttner 

assisted by Casey Friesen.  Then in the 77th minute, Sara Wenzl  
scored her second goal of the season.  Jesse Herse  was very busy all 

day but especially in this two minute span.  She assisted the goal to 
Wenzl and then one minute later scored herself.  Friesen assisted 
Herse’s goal which was her second one of the day.   The team outshot 

the Rangers 18-0 as the defense stymied the offense of NW Oklahoma
