The conference season begins well for the Lady Broncos.  They first 

took on Northwestern on September 19th and won easily 3-0.  Allison 
Kotschwar got things started with a n unassisted goal in the 42nd 

minute.

Just 7 minutes later, Megan Mikel scored an unassisted goal.  Then in 

the 67th minute, Davonne Holland received a long pass from Allison 
Kotschwar, and she found the back of the net.
